2007 on weaving silk fabric for clothing with emphasis
on structure and color.

May 30" there will be a meeting at Ivy’s house at 6:30
and a study/motivation group for the Linda Kubik
October workshop.

Cindy showed Jean Scorgie patterns that are in the
library for handwovens that might be of interest to
participants in the Kubik workshop.

Vila announced that the May newsletter will be the last
one from her and that Maria Card will be doing next
years.

Museum Comes to Life is the last Saturday of
September. The challenge topic is circles with
categories of handwoven flats, Fiber Arts, handspun
skeins presented in balls and items made from
handspun. Volunteers are needed to spin, interact with
the public, set up, take down and other demos. There
will also be a show of handwovens not falling under the
circle criteria. Volunteers are asked to dress in period
costumes, but this is loosely interpreted.

The Rug Intensive had 9 people with 10 looms. They
made $20 after expenses. Al will take over the
intensives for next year and announced one planned
for the ML King weekend (Saturday-Monday) in
January 2008.

Rebecca is asking the guild to host a COE in the future
and announced that the most recent Weavecast
featured Mary and Vila.

A written vote was then done and approved the
proposed bylaws and amended articles of
incorporation as published on the website and in the
newsletter.
